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1 Introduction 

1.1 Scope 

Chadwick Cheng Consulting Surveyors on behalf of Provincial Investments (NSW) Pty Ltd have prepared 
plans for a six-lot subdivision of an open land parcel Lots 3, 4 and 5 DP 26987 known as 249, 259 and 271 
Railway Terrace, Schofields.   

Typically, such developments involve extensive earthworks which would harm any Aboriginal objects on 
the land if present.  Baker Archaeology was commissioned by Chadwick Cheng to assess whether 
Aboriginal heritage impacts may result from the development.   

This report is prepared as a component of a Development Application to Blacktown City Council under 
Part IV of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979.   

The appropriate level of investigation for this purpose is a due diligence assessment as per the Due 
Diligence Code of Practice for the Protection of Aboriginal Objects in New South Wales (DECCW, 2010).  
This high level of assessment is appropriate for identifying whether physical evidence of Aboriginal objects 
is present or likely to occur on the site.  A more detailed Aboriginal Cultural Heritage Assessment would 
be warranted if physical evidence is identified and relevant approvals required. 

Information about the proposal, the land and relevant maps contained in this report has been provided 
by Chadwick Cheng to the author. 

1.2 Method 

The due diligence assessment method includes: 

• review of the Aboriginal Heritage Information Management System (AHIMS) site register held by 
Heritage NSW within the Department of Premier and Cabinet (DPC); 

• review of Aboriginal heritage assessment reports relevant to the area; 

• consideration of environmental aspects normally considered as sensitive for Aboriginal site 
occurrence; and 

• visual inspection for familiarisation purposes. 

Data from these tasks are presented and assessed in this due diligence report. 

1.3 The Study Area 

The study area is defined as a 7.3 hectare contiguous land lots reflecting a former semi-rural landscape 
character in the area that has been overtaken by more recent urban development.  At the time of 
inspection, the land was open heavily grassed former cultivated paddocks, farm dam, residential dwellings 
and sheds closer to Railway Terrace (Figure 1).

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1.4 Legislation 

1.4.1 National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974  

The National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974 (NPW Act) provides for the protection of Aboriginal objects and 
declared Aboriginal places by establishing offences of harm.  The NPW Act does not refer to “Aboriginal 
sites”, however it is generally understood that the term refers to the locations where Aboriginal objects 
are known to occur.  

Harm is defined as destroying, defacing, damaging and Aboriginal object or Aboriginal place, or moving 
an object from the land.  Part 6 of the Act includes a knowing offence of harm and a strict liability offence 
of harm.  There are several defences and exemptions to the offence of harm.  One defence is the 
possession of an Aboriginal Heritage Impact Permit (AHIP) issued under section 90 of the NPW Act.  An 
application for an AHIP must include an Aboriginal Cultural Heritage Assessment Report (ACHAR) and 
evidence of Aboriginal consultation undertaken in accordance with Heritage NSW guidelines. Under 
certain circumstances an AHIP may not be required, such as where the activity is trivial, negligible or of 
low impact.   

The Aboriginal heritage provisions of the Act are currently administered by Heritage NSW. 

1.5 Participants and Authorship 

This report was prepared by Neville Baker BA Hons MAACAI who is a consultant archaeologist of over 30 
years’ experience and full member of the Australian Association of Consulting Archaeologists.   
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2 Background 

2.1 Environmental Setting 

2.1.1 Topography 

The study area comprises low-lying flat to very gently inclined land at an elevation of 30 metres AHD 
within a very gently rolling landscape pattern.  

2.1.2 Drainage 

The land is located on the very gentle eastern rise above the Eastern Creek floodplain.  Eastern Creek is 
located over 850 metres to the west.  The land is not close to any natural creek. 

2.1.3 Geology and Soils 

The study area is located on duplex soil in the Blacktown soil landscape.  The Blacktown soil landscape is 
characterised by soils derived from Bringelly Shale geology.  

2.1.4 Vegetation 

The land is cleared of native vegetation and comprises predominantly introduced grasses. 

2.1.5 Disturbance 

The land has been subject to major disturbance from land clearing and construction of houses, sheds a 
farm dam and fences.  Aerial photography from 1977 shows cultivation through much of the land1. 

2.2 Aboriginal Archaeological Background 

The land occurs within the traditional country of the Darug-speaking Aboriginal people which extends 
across most of the Cumberland Plain and west into the Blue Mountains.   

Earliest evidence of Aboriginal occupation dates from the alluvial sediments at Windsor dated to around 
15,000 years (Williams et.al. 2012) as well as from Shaws Creek KII excavations near Yarramundi on the 
western side of the Nepean River (Kohen et al 1984) where a radiocarbon date of 14,700 before present 
was obtained from the lower occupation level.  Aboriginal occupation has been dated to over 40,000 years 
at many sites throughout Australia including the famous site of Lake Mungo in western NSW. Evidence 
for Aboriginal occupation 55,000 years ago in the Northern Territory has been claimed and disputed 
(Hiscock 2008: 34-44).  Aboriginal occupation more than 6,000 years ago in the Sydney Basin may well 
have been focussed on now-drowned river valleys and the coastal fringe at least 45 km to the east of the 
present-day coastline. 

Most Aboriginal sites in the Cumberland Plain comprise flaked stone artefacts occurring within or eroding 
from the topsoil layer of duplex soils.  Examples of flaked stone artefacts are presented in photograph 1 
below.  Most stone artefacts are producing by the controlled breakage of certain highly siliceous stone 
types to form sharp edged flakes which can be further chipped into implement forms like scalpel blades.  
Most Aboriginal stone artefact sites comprise the manufacturing by-products of stone tool manufacture 
which appear (to the trained eye) as concentrations of stone flakes, implements and cores.  The amount

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of this material can differ, reflecting the type of past Aboriginal activity in a location or the number of 
times a place was used in the past.  Greatest concentrations of stone artefact material are typically 
associated with reliable water sources or natural occurrences of artefact quality stone.  One type of stone 
commonly used for stone artefact manufacture is “silcrete”.  Cobbles of silcrete from an ancient fluvial 
soil formation have been found in the on the low ridges at Colebee and Riverstone.  

While there are many other types of Aboriginal sites, the question of whether stone artefact sites or 
scarred trees occur on the land is the primary focus of this due diligence assessment.

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3 Results 

3.1 Have Aboriginal Sites been Recorded on the Land? 

No Aboriginal sites were recorded on the land prior to this assessment.   

No Aboriginal sites were identified on the land in the course of a prior assessment by Baker Archaeology 
in 2017, nor in the course of this 2023 assessment.   

No archaeologically sensitive landforms occur on the land which is visibly disturbed. 

3.2 AHIMS Aboriginal Site Search 

The AHIMS Aboriginal sites register lists point coordinates for previously recorded Aboriginal site where 
a site card has been lodged with the NSW government authority, currently Heritage NSW.  Older records 
may include inaccurate locational information due to translated imperial to metric coordinates.   

A search of the AHIMS Aboriginal site register was conducted on 20 February 2023.  The nature of the 
search was an “update” download of a current Excel file from an older search conducted on 24 July 2017.  
The updated data includes all registered Aboriginal site records up to 20 February 2023 (AHIMS client 
service ref: 292489).  An area of three kilometres by three kilometres centred on the study area was 
searched (Figure 4).   

No Aboriginal sites records were identified within the study area.  A total of 142 Aboriginal sites were 
identified within the search area.   

Of the 142 sites recorded within the search area there are 122 stone artefact sites, 10 Potential 
Archaeological Deposits, eight “quarries” which are likely raw material occurrences, one scarred tree and 
one location of artefact reburial (Figure 4).   

One Aboriginal site, 45-5-4562 comprising two stone flakes exposed in a bike track, was recorded in 2015 
on the adjacent property #239 just across the north eastern corner, fronting Pelican Road (Kayendel 
2015).  A review of the AHIP public register on 24 July 2017 revealed that an AHIP had been issued for 
harm to 45-5-4562 on 29 July 2016 for the period of 10 years.  No evidence of test excavation was 
observed on the site, suggesting that the two artefacts were considered the sum total of the site’s 
contents and that the site was not of high significance.  The issue of an AHIP allows the assumption that 
the site has been removed. 

Significant Aboriginal sites in the local area are associated with major watercourses such as Eastern Creek 
and First Ponds Creek.  These locales were most suited to repeated Aboriginal camping and food gathering 
of sufficient frequency to yield a strong archaeological signature evident in detectable densities of stone 
artefacts within the topsoil.  The study area is not near any archaeologically sensitive areas and has been 
significantly disturbed.

The 2008 ENSR AECOM Aboriginal sites study for the Alex Avenue and Riverstone Growth Centre Precincts 
covers the area within which the study area is located.  The ENSR AECOM study included a map of those 
Precinct areas where development was subject to Aboriginal heritage constraint.  The study area was 
mapped as having “No constraints on heritage grounds” (Figure 3). 

Since the ENSR AECOM study several locations have been identified with Aboriginal stone artefacts.  
Almost invariably, these sites have comprised between one and five stone artefacts in ground exposures, 
with little more showing up in archaeological excavations of surrounding topsoil.  The small low density 
sites with few artefacts are markedly different from the high density sites found within the Caddies Creek 
catchment just five kilometres to the east where more than 100 artefacts per square metre are commonly 
encountered (ENSR AECOM 2008, Baker 2000).  The Kayandel archaeological survey was one such study 
where scant evidence was found.

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4 Does the land occur on an Archaeologically Sensitive Landform? 

Aboriginal sites are commonly associated with certain environmental contexts.  In the shale-based soil of 
the Cumberland Plain, creek-side contexts are typically sensitive for the presence of Aboriginal stone 
artefacts within the topsoil.  Archaeological test excavations have demonstrated that distributions of 
artefacts can occur undetected within the topsoil up to 200 m or more from major creeks.  Other 
archaeologically sensitive contexts listed in the Heritage NSW due diligence guidelines such as 
rockshelters and coastal dunes are not relevant here. 

The study area occurs on gently undulating land next to or incorporating zero to first order drainage 
depressions.  The land is more than 200 metres from the archaeologically sensitive Eastern Creek, located 
800 metres to the west.  Parts of the land has been disturbed through land clearing, farm dam 
construction, house and shed construction and cultivation furrows (Photograph 2).  The study area does 
not occur on archaeologically sensitive landforms.  The nearest archaeologically sensitive landform occurs 
500 metres to the north where a second order tributary watercourse flows west to Eastern Creek.  The 
AHIMS search shows a cluster of Aboriginal sites all comprising between one and five artefacts associated 
with the second order watercourse, as well as an abundance of stone artefacts sites along the Eastern 
Creek valley. 
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5 Site Inspection 

The land was inspected by Neville Baker in July 2017 and again for this assessment on 27 February 2023. 

5.1 2017 observations 

The land was observed to be heavily covered in grass (Photograph 2) with exposures limited to small bare 
patches at the north eastern corner (Photograph 3) close to site 45-5-4562 which is located close to the 
north east corner (Photograph 4, Photograph 5), disturbed tracks around the farm dam (Photograph 6) 
and a broad exposed corridor along the western boundary where a sewer pipeline had been recently 
constructed (Photograph 7).   

5.2 2023 observations 

The land was heavily grassed (Photograph 8) with surface visibility limited to small parts of an ovoid 
vehicle track in the eastern part of the land (Figure 1, Photograph 9).  The ground disturbance from former 
cultivation evident in the 1977 air photo (Photograph 2) is evident in the irregular ground surface 
encountered while traversing the land.   

All parts of the land were inspected and no Aboriginal objects were identified on the property.  No 
archaeologically sensitive areas occur on the land based on its landform and disturbance.

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6 Conclusion 

6.1 Key Findings 

No Aboriginal objects are known to be present on the land nor are Aboriginal objects anticipated to occur. 

The landform, lack of archaeological sensitivity and history of disturbance makes the discovery of any 
Aboriginal objects improbable.   

No impacts to Aboriginal objects are anticipated to occur. 

6.2 General Recommendations 

There is no identified Aboriginal heritage constraint to proceed with the proposed subdivision.  Based on 
the findings of this assessment there is no justification for further archaeological assessment or 
monitoring. 

In the unlikely event that an Aboriginal object is identified, all work must stop in the general vicinity of 
the land and an archaeologist should be contacted to assess the object and, if confirmed, advise on the 
requirements for an Aboriginal Heritage Impact Permit under section 90 of the NPW Act. 

If human skeletal remains are located all work must immediately stop and the Police should be contacted.  
If the skeletal remains are confirmed to be Aboriginal then Heritage NSW must be contacted via the 
Environment Line 131 555.  Contact with the Deerubbin Local Aboriginal Land Council is also advisable on 
the advice of Heritage NSW.
